PREPARATION

COMPONENTS TOOLS NEEDED

* (2) Mud flaps with hardware * 9/16” Wrench

* (2) Rails » Ft-Ib. torque wrench with 9/16” deep
* (2) Rail plugs well socket

+ Support rail « Utility knife (Optional)

» Clamp bracket with hardware » Straight edge (Optional)

* (2) Grip tapes * Drill with 7/16” drill bit

* Marking pen
* Protective eyewear
« Hammer

A CAUTION: To avoid galling of stainless steel hardware, use anti-galling spray,
grease or lubricant on threads and avoid high speed when fastening. Do not use
impact tools for stainless steel hardware.

IMPORTANT: Hitch mounted mud flaps may interfere with rear sensors on vehicle.

IMPORTANT: Always remove mud flap when driving off road. Contact with
obstacles may cause damage.

NOTE: Hardware appearance and components may vary.
NOTE: Some modification may be needed for your truck model.

A CAUTION: Over torquing hardware may damage components.

1: ASSEMBLING FRAME

A. Remove protective backing from grip tape, apply in center of clamp bracket and
support rail.
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1: ASSEMBLING FRAME (Continued)

B. Ensure grip tape on clamp bracket is facing support rail. Insert (2) 3/8” x 6” carriage
bolts through clamp bracket and support rail, place flat washer, lock washer and nut
on carriage bolts, leave loose for now.

NOTE: Clamp assembly will accommodate 2", 2-1/2” and 3” ball mounts.
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2: ASSEMBLING BALL MOUNT TO FRAME

A. Slide ball mount through clamp assembly, then lift and insert ball mount into
receiver. Secure with pin and clip.

NOTE: Ball mount not included. If holes in ball mount and receiver do not align for pin,
or frame cannot hang straight and plumb, a longer ball mount may be needed before
proceeding.

3: PLACING ROCTECTION ON BUMPER

A. Tighten 3/8” x 6” carriage bolts on clamp assembly then torque to 32 ft-Ibs.
NOTE: A gap should be left between frame and bumper.

4: INSTALLING RAILS

NOTE: Rails can be positioned for 76” or 82” coverage width.

NOTE: Ensure decal is on driver side.

A. Determine desired placement, insert rail into support rail and secure with tab-lock
pin.

B. Repeat on opposite side.
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5: INSTALLING FLAPS

A WARNING: Ensure exhaust fumes are NOT directed or redirected toward any
plastic or flaps, including on the vehicle. Additional precautionary measures
may need to be taken to divert exhaust.

Precautionary Measures:

» Adjust exhaust tips per manufacturer’s specifications

» Add an exhaust diverter

» Optional heat shield available to protect flap from hot exhaust (see accessories)

» For rear exhaust, cut hole in flap 1” larger than exhaust tip, keep holes away from
edges to prevent loss of strength

IMPORTANT: Ensure trim plate locating holes are at bottom of flap.
A. Position flaps to provide proper tire coverage.

NOTE: Always check ground clearance of flaps. Suggested clearance without a load
is 5”-7” and with a load is 3" minimum to prevent dragging. Install on vehicles with
suspension modifications or oversized tires may exceed suggested clearance. Mud
flaps still function, though performance may be affected.

Tip: If trimming is necessary, lay flaps on flat surface. Use straight edge and utility knife
to repeatedly score through flap.

A CAUTION: Always cut away from yourself and others.
B. Drill 7/16” mounting holes 4” or more from edge at selected height.

C. Insert (3) 3/8” x 1-1/4” hex bolts, lock washers and fender washers into flap, secure
with weld nuts. Leave loose for now.

NOTE: Ensure extended threads on weld nuts are toward closed wall of rail.
D. Repeat on opposite side.
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5: INSTALLING FLAPS (Continued)

Tip: If installing trim plates, refer to trim plate instructions.

E. Slide weld nuts on back of flap into nut channel on rail. Align end plug with rail, gently tap
in with hammer.

F. Repeat on opposite side.
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6: SECURE FLAPS

A. Ensure 2” of space between edge of flap and end of rail.
B. Tighten hex bolts until lock washers are fully compressed.
C. Repeat on opposite side.
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SAFETY AND MAINTENANCE

The operator can perform most of inspection and maintenance. It may be necessary to
review the installation instructions.

Always route safety chains under mud flap frame, not through holes.

Periodically check all bolts and nuts, retighten if needed.

Always remove mud flaps before entering automatic car wash systems.

Always remove mud flaps when driving off road. Contact with obstacles may cause
damage.

Remove mud flap when not towing to improve fuel efficiency.

DO NOT use mud flap frame as a step.

DO NOT hook up anything to mud flap frame.

If mud flap has been damaged, replace with new one.

NOTE: Inspection and/or maintenance should be performed anytime a malfunction
is observed or suspected. If you need assistance inspecting and/or servicing your
mud flaps, call customer service at 888-568-3709. Always use original equipment
replacement parts for your mud flaps.
