NOTE: Prior to plow assembly, park vehicle on level grade and install front mount

receiver. Clearance under front receiver should measure between 8-14" above grade.

A CAUTION: Over torquing hardware may damage components.



SNOWPLOWING TIPS

The SNOWSPORT®LT Utility Plow is designed to make moving snow convenient and
easy by following simple tips.

» Check local regulations before plowing snow.

 Always keep current with snowfall. It's easier to plow fresh snow.

» From the start of the season, push snow far enough out to allow for future snowfall.

» Wet snow can compact and freeze which requires chipping to break it loose before
attempting to move it.

« If snow is deep and/or compacted you may need to go over it two or three times.

« If blade is kept in warm storage, set blade outside and allow to cool, this prevents
snow from freezing to blade when plowing.

» When starting a pass, accelerate slowly, allowing for tire traction and blade to
accumulate snow.

* When coming to the end of a pass, reduce speed and apply brakes as needed.

» When pushing snow up to piles, drive straight, not at an angle.

* When pushing new snow to stack up against hardened piles, start a new pile first and
then push it up on to hard pile.

SAFETY INFORMATION

Review the following safety information before moving snow:

* Always follow vehicle manufacturer recommendations for snowplowing.

» Always exercise safety, courtesy and common sense.

* Always know the terrain before plowing.

» Always wear your seat belt.

» Always look where you are going when backing up, don't rely on rear or side view
mirrors.

* Always plow snow during low-traffic hours.

 Always be cautious of pedestrians and vehicles.

» Always be aware of engine temperature, avoid overheating.

 Always transport blade in retainer groove secured by quick pins.

» Always use lowest transmission gear, on 4WD select low range if equipped.

* Never overload your equipment, push only enough snow with each pass to get the job
done.

* Never ride the clutch (on vehicles with manual transmission).

* Never plow snow with your head out of the window, an unexpected sudden stop could
result in personal injury.

* Never exceed 65 MPH when transporting plow.

* Never exceed 5 MPH when plowing.

» Never pile snow where it obstructs visibility of traffic.

» Never pile snow near handicapped or parking areas.

* Never pile snow on someone else’s property, streets, sidewalks, mail boxes, water
drains, electrical boxes or by fire hydrants.

« Periodically inspect the condition of hardware. Check for loose bolts and parts, tighten
if needed.
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1: INSTALLING PUSH FRAME

NOTE: We recommend performing this
step with two people. One person holds the

push frame to the interceptor while another >
performs the installation.

frame mounting bracket facing up and
secure with receiver pin.

NOTE: In some cases, clearance under receiver may be less than 6". If so, plow will still
operate properly, but ground clearance will be limited. Use care on uneven surfaces.

NOTE: If lowest bolt pattern is too high, remove interceptor and reinsert with push frame
mounting bracket facing down.

ELECTRIC WINCH: Slide winch
assembly onto push frame aligning bolt
holes.

C. Insert (4) 1/2” x 4” bolts through push
frame and interceptor mounting holes.

D. Verify 4 bolt hole pattern provides correct
push frame clearance, 6-8" above grade,
then level push frame horizontally.

E. Check push frame for vertical plumb.
e If plumb, perform Steps 1H-I.

«If not plumb, perform Steps 1F-I to correct
with shims.




1: INSTALLING PUSH FRAME (Continued)

F. If push frame leans toward front of vehicle,
remove upper bolts, insert one or two shims
at top as shown and reinsert bolts.

G. If push frame leans away from front of
vehicle, remove lower bolts and insert one or
two shims at bottom as shown and reinsert
bolts.

H. Secure (4) 1/2” x 4” bolts with (8) flat
washers and (4) lock nuts. Torque 4 nuts to
90 ft-Ibs.

I. Push set collar tight against receiver, hold
and tighten set screw with 3/16” hex wrench.
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2: ASSEMBLING SNOWPLOW

A. Each end of the rubber cutting edge has two factory marks (to match with holes in skid
bracket). Drill out with 5/16” bit.

B. Mount skid bracket as shown to rubber cutting edge. Tighten bolts until head sinks
flush with rubber surface. Repeat at other end.

NOTE: When mounted, skid bracket should align flush with or slightly above bottom of
rubber.

NOTE: Rubber blade should be room temperature before assembling.
C. With brackets facing back of blade, align rubber groove with blade mounting channel.
D. Slide rubber into channel in bottom of blade and center.

TIP: Apply soapy water solution to top of rubber blade and aluminum blade mounting
channel for easier assembly.

2: ASSEMBLING SNOWPLOW (Continued)

ELECTRIC WINCH: Slide (2) weld nuts with flat side up through top channel to
mid-point on plow.

E. Locate factory marks on back of blade. Place slide hinge on blade as shown and align
both lower holes with marks on blade.

TIP: When mounted, slide hinges should measure about 22-1/2" apart.

F. Insert (2) square nuts with flat side facing up in top channel of blade end and align with
slide hinge top holes.

G. Insert 3/8” x 3/4" bolts with 3/4” washers through holes in slide hinge and thread into
nuts inside channel.

H. Ensure both lower holes in slide hinge are still aligned with factory marks on blade,
then tighten (2) top bolts.

|. Repeat Steps 2E-H for opposite side.

2: ASSEMBLING SNOWPLOW (Continued)

J. With rubber blade centered, use both lower holes in each slide hinge as guide to drill
5/16” holes through first layer of aluminum and partially into rubber. Then turn 3/8” x 1”
self-threading bolt into each hole and tighten to secure each hinge.

K. At factory mark near each end of blade, drill 5/16” hole through first layer of aluminum
and partially into rubber. Turn 3/8” x 1” self-threading bolt into hole and tighten.

L. Hang 1 end of blade assembly into closest retainer groove on push frame. Repeat for
opposite end of blade assembly.

M. Insert 1 quick pin in hole, rotate pin just enough to allow through second hole and
then rotate back to its secure position. Repeat for remaining quick pin.

N. Turn hex jam nut (flange facing down) onto threaded base of blade marker.
O. Insert square nut flat side up into top channel of blade.
P. Align blade marker with edge of blade, turn base fully into square nut and tighten jam nut.

ELECTRIC WINCH: Refer to Step 2A in winch instructions to complete installation.
OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

TO LOWER FOR PUSHING SNOW

Step behind and remove quick pin. Lift 1 side of blade out of retainer groove until slide
hinge fits over the push frame bar, then lower blade to ground. Secure with quick pin.
Repeat for opposite side of blade.

TO PUSH SNOW

Drive forward slowly, blade will engage for pushing. When push is finished, driving
in reverse disengages the blade until you are realigned for next push. Repeat this
procedure until job is finished.

TO STORE BLADE FOR TRANSPORTING
Remove quick pin then hang 1 end of blade assembly into retainer groove on push
frame. Secure with quick pin. Repeat for opposite side of blade.

TO STORE BLADE DURING OFF SEASON
For maximum blade life, periodically retighten bolts and protect blade from sun by
storing inside or covering.
